Process
1. Use Internet resources to research the events and people listed on the third page of this instruction sheet.

(HINT: Use links from the computers page of our school web site.)
2. Record the information you discover so you can input it later in the Timeline Creator.
3. Put it in chronological order, from the event longest ago to the one closest to the present. (HINT: If you
don't put it in order now, the Timeline Creator will not do it for you and your timeline will be mixed up.)
4. Go to the Read-Write-Think Interactive Timeline Creator. (HINT: The link is on our computers page.)
5. Begin by entering the Project Labels (as shown below) and sekect “Date” as the Unit of Measure. Then

click “Next Entry” at the top of the window.

Click on the entry that is out of order (in the
example, that is entry 4). Then click the number of the correct order position for that entry (in that
example, it should be 3 instead of 4).
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9. When you are finished entering all the information, click “Finished.”
10. In the window that opens, click “Print.”
